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FIRST AMENDMENT TO MASTER DECLARATION
QF COVENANTS, CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS
OF CHEVAL POLO & GOLF CLUB

3-6/30/68

THIS FIRST AMENDMENT Is made as of the date hereinafter get forth by CHEVAL PROPERTY
HOLDINGS, INC., a Florida corporatlon, herelnafter referred to as the "Declarant.”

PRELIMINARY RECITALS

A, Cheval Land Corporation, a Florida corporation ("*Chaval®), has executed a Master
Declaration of Covenants, Conditlons and Restrictions for Cheval Polo & Golf Club dated
November 16, 1884, filed for record with the Clartk of Clreuit Court for Hilsborough
County as Document No. 4450, Pages 1788-1830, Hillsborough County, Florida (the ‘Initlal
Declaration”) govarning the use of real property described In attached Exhibit "A" (the
"Premises”), which Declaration was amended pursuant to that certaln First Supplement to
Master Daclaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrctions of Cheval Polo & Golf Club
dated aéﬁ L0 , 1688 (First Supplement’), which First Supplement was filed for
record with the Clerk of Clrcutt Court for Hlilisborough County as Document
No. sv¥o) , Pages /A84Yo-/v¢%, Hillsborough County, Florikda (with the Initial
Daclaration and First Supplement hereinafter collactively referred to as "Daclaration®).
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B. Daclarant Is tha assignes of Choval and holds all rights of the Dsclarant or Developer (as
definad Inthe Declaration).

C. Declarant Intends to sell a portlon of the Premises more fully described in attached
Exhlbit *C* (the "Sale Parcel’) to Watson, Forsberg Group, inc., a Florida corporation (the
*Buysr’) In accordance with that certain Purchase Agresment (tha “"Purchase Agreement’)
dated July _ 2-71988 betwean Daclarant and Buyer.

D. As a condition of purchasing the Sale Parcel, Buyer has requlred that Declarant make
certaln amendmsnts to the Declaration, and Declarant Is willing to do so.
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NOW, THEREFORE, the Declarant hareby declares that the Daclaration is amended as follows
and that the Premises shall ba subject to the terms of the Daclaration, ag hereby amended:

1. Patio Home Daslgnation. Noiwithstanding anything to the contrary contalned in Amicle |,
Section 8, the term "Patlo Home® shall Include all lots within the Sale Parcel, regardiess
of whother eald lots contaln more or iess than 20,000 square fest, and all such lots ghall
be subject to all other provisions of the Declaration with respect to Patio Homss,
Including, but not limited to, the provislons of Arlcle VI, Sectlon 2, and Asticle Vill,

Sactlon 6(b).

2, Temminatlon of Golf Course Easement Article Il, Sectlon 3{) of the Declaratlon Is hereby
deleted and Is of no further force and effect with respect to the Sale Parcel.

3. Plat Approval The Declarant hereby approves the plat of Blaritz Village (the °Plat’)
which Is to ba filed with the Clerk of Circult Court for Hillsborough County and which
shall ba substantlally selmilar to the Index Sheet for Blaritz Vilage Construction
Drawings - Cheval Polo & Golf Club, as prepared by Plercefisld-Amaden & Assoclates as
amended through Aprll 5, 1688 (as evidenced by the signature of W. D. Amaden on sakd
date) for Project No. 0376-01.
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4. Dialnage and Utlity Easoments. Article Il, Section 3(b) and Article [, 3(k) are hsreby
amended with respect to tho Sale Parcel such that the easements for dralnage and utilitlos
reforonced thoreln shall consist only of those drainage and utllty easements as
deslgnated on the Plat effective as of tha date of the filing of the Plat.

6. Daslgnation of Strects as Common Areas. Any areas designated as strests on the Plat for
the Sale Parcel are hereby deslgnated as Common Area, as dofined In Aricle 1, Section 5
of the Declaration, effactive as of tho date of the flling of the Plat.

6. PBlapitz Village Assocfation.  The Declarant heraby recognizes the existence of the
Biaritz Village Assoclation to be formed with respect to the platted lots In the Sales
Parcel and hereby recognizes the exclusive authority of tha Blarritz Village Assoclation to:

a. maintaln all landscaping within the Sale Parcel, provided that the Assoclation, as
defined in Article I, Section 1 of the Declaration, shall have the authority to
approve all landscaping materials used therein and the landscaping design;

b. malntaln the landscaping sprinkler system within the Sale Parcel (ncluding without
limitatlon any such part of the sprinker system which may be outside of a platted
lot within the Sale Parcel and within the right-of-way of any strest which becomes
part of the Common Area); and

c. malntaln entranceway monumentatlon and a fountaln on behalf of the Sale Parcel,
including without limitation the electrical and water systems in connaction therewith.
Any such entranceway monumentation and fountain may be constructed, In whole or
In part, on portions of the Cormon Area which are not Improved with biftuminous
surface or curbing or also upon that certain strip of fand lylng southedly of the Sale
Parcol and norntherly of Chaval Tral South (as exterxled from its current most
wosterly polnt 100 fest westerly). Nolwithstanding anything to the contrary
contalned In the Declaration, the Assoclation may not remove sald entranceway
monumentation or fountaln without the prior written consent of the Blarritz Vilage
Neighborhood Association.

The Blaritz Vilage Assoclation shall have the sole governing power with respect to the
ftems eet forth in Subsection (a), (b) and (c) above, and so long as Blaritz Viliage
Assoclation reasonably malntains sald landscaping, landscaping sprinkier system and
entranceway monumentation and fountain, the Assoclation shall have no rights or powers
in conngction with sald ftems, Including without limitation () no right or power to levy
assessments In connacilon therewith (or veto power In connectlon with assessments mads
therefor by Blanitz Village Association); (i} no general powers described in Article IV,
Ssction 13 of the Declaration; (i) no malntenance powers as descitbed In Article V,
Section 7 of the Daclaration; and (v) no power of approval or disapproval described In
Article X(d) of the Declaration,

7. Declarants Assessment. The roferences In Artlicle Vill, Section 7 and Article IX, Section
6 to “iwentydfive parcent (25%)" are heoreby doleted in thelr entirety and replaced with
"one hundred percent (100%)".

8. Dogd Rostrictions. The power of the Declarant to place deed restictions upon the
Proporties, as desgribed In Article IV, Section 1 and Aricle XI, Soction 1 of the
Declaration, I3 hereby terminated with respect to the Sale Parcel. Sald power s further
{imited to requlre unanimous consent of all Institutional landers holding existing llens on
property subject to these covanants as to any stici: subsequently filed deed restricifons.
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Approval _ of Leased Models and Marketing Activily.  Notwithstanding anything to the
contrary contained in Adicle V, Section 1 of the Declaration or in any other provision of
the Declaration, Buyer (or any assignee of Buyer) shall be entilled to construct three (3)
mode! homes within the Sale Parcsl and wtiize sakl model homes for purposes of
marketing other units to be constructed within the Sale Parcel  Buyer shall also be
entitied to !ease the models to third parties notwithstanding the provisions ot Adicla V,
Sactlon 2 of the Declaration.
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Maximum_ Annual Assessment.  The first sentence of Anicia VIll, Section 3 of the
Doclaration Is hereby deleted in s entlrety and replaced with the following language:

The Maximum Annual Assessment per Class A Lot shall be Nine Hundred Sixty
Dollars (§960.00), payable on a quarterly basis, through December 31, 1989."

Sybsequent_Amendments to__Declaration. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary
contalned In the Declaration (Including without lmitatlon provisions of Article X, Section
4 thereof), without the prior wrliten consent of the holders of more than 50% of the
votes of the membershlp of the Blaritz Village Assoclation and thelr respective
mongageos, () no amendmsnt shall be made to the Declaration relating to the Sale Parcel;
and () except for those items described on Exhibit B attached hereto, no amendment
shall be made to the Declaration relating to other portions of the Properiles (other than
the Sale Parcel) which would materially and adversely affect the Sale Parcel.

n mmon Area. Notwithstanding the provislons of Article Vil, Section 1
of the . Dsclaration, no Common Area of the Assoclation shall be conveyed, vacated or
withdrawn without the prior consent of the Blarritz Village Assoclation {as evklenced by a
majoity of the holders of votes of the Blarritz Village Assoctation).

tiona, Except as expressly modified above, the Declaration shall remaln
in fuli force and effect.
